It all comes to an

end in a "cat and mouse" hide and seek along the beach.I have never begun these series of books.

A good mystery is one that you can solve, but is difficult to solve. This book isn't one I would

recommend for that simply because it fails to give you enough tools to accurately solve it. Rather

what it does instead is gives you a compelling real feeling story where you get a great sense of what

is going on without having too many moments of doubts and disbelief. The main character is

competent, sure of herself and willing to do things that might seem dangerous, but she's also

vulnerable and with flaws.

There were many avoided cliches and fully realized twists and thrills. I wouldn't read this for the

mystery, but I would recommend anyone reading it who enjoys a good thriller.
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
